Ahmad Lutfiy Kazanchi was born in 1936 in Churum district of Turkey. He graduated from 

primary school and imam-khatib lyceum in this district. In 1964, after successfully graduating 

from Istanbul High Islamic Institute, he worked in religious services in the cities and districts of 

Churum, Siirt, Isparta. In 1977, he joined Bursa Higher Islamic Institute as an assistant in Arabic 

language and literature. 

He is currently working in the Department of Islamic History at the Faculty of Theology at 

Uludog University in Bursa. Professor. He is the author of more than twenty books (about 30 

volumes) devoted to the history of religion, religious issues, and the lives of the Prophet (pbuh) 

and his companions. Besides these, he also wrote four other novels. 

His works "Saodat asri kissalari", "Abu Bakr Siddiq r.a.", "Hazrat Umar bin Hattob r.a", 

"Stepmother", "Mother-in-law" were translated into Uzbek and published. "That place is not the 

world; the laws of the world do not apply there. Only what God says will happen there." 

Sururi Bey lives a life similar to his name - he devotes his life to life, he lives with surur, he does 

not recognize Allah, his holy book - the Qur'an, and he drives the worshipers to the lunatics who 

lie in vain. In general, although he is originally a Muslim, he lives like an infidel. It seems that he 

has poisoned his life, he always tries to turn an honest, pure, Muslim woman away from religion, 

he forces his infant child (6 years old) to drink vodka. He did what he saw in the bird's nest, and 

even more! What can you expect from a child who goes to the point of drinking and even beats 

his father for vodka!!! At the end of his life, Sururi Bey realizes his mistakes, but even then he 

does not repent - he thinks of vodka even in bed. Mrs. Saodat spares such a careless servant the 

holy zamzam water. Tumay Bey lost both his father and mother in three days. Moysafid's words 

in the cemetery, "That place is not the world, the laws of the world do not apply there" make him 

think. The life of Tumay bey, who entered the mosque by chance, changes completely - he 

witnesses the prayers of the prayer "Night of Qadr". Tumay Bey now believes in God, goes to 

the mufti, enters the path of truth, changes his name to Murad and starts a new life. He goes to 

the army and begins to understand life again. 

If there is a root of arrogance in human education, what else can be expected from it?! Is there no 

conscience in Razli's heart? If so, where is it? Is he sleeping, who can wake him up? Who?! Only 

Himself! In many of Kazanchi's works, the pattern of plotting is the same, the common prototype 

of bad and good people is repeated, and the main thing is always righteousness, that is, Islam. 

The Merciful God will forgive his sins and make him face good people, righteous spouses. 

This work invites the reader to observe, to know God, not to believe in this deceptive, false 

world, to worship and pray to God alone. The fact that parents are transitory suggests that they 

should be appreciated in time. 

CONCLUSION 

In my opinion, the biggest flaw I noticed in the work is that the balance of good and bad is lost in 

the novel; after all, you can't make the world too much good. And it is precisely in our time that 

many people say "good people are few" to this issue. On the one hand, the way you look in the 

mirror shows the reflection, but if we call everyone good, the norm disappears and as a result,
